The term ‘fluency’ is used to describe a reader’s ability to 
read accurately, at an appropriate pace and with expression. 
Reading fluently helps children understand what they  
are reading. These tips can help you model fluent reading 
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like you’re asking a question.
• �When a sentence ends in an exclamation mark, match your  

expression to what is happening.
• �Change your expression to match the mood of the story.
